| will place the emotional and social concerns of my team ahead of my personal desire to win.
| will be honest, fair and always demonstrate good sportsmanship to all coaches,

players, officials, parents and fans at all games, practices and related events.

| will learn the value of commitment to the team. | will to the best of my ability attend fully every
practice and game that | can and will notify my coach and/or team manager if | cannot. (Based
on the Head Coach's decision, if a |l miss two or more practices during the week, | will
either not be allowed to play in the next game or possibly have playtime cut below
minimum playtime requirements outlined below). Further, if | attend practice, but leave
early, the Head Coach may limit playtime based on the amount of practice time missed.

Cruiser — 4 play minimum (the expectation is that all players will get play time with
lesser skilled players being placed on Special Teams.)

| will realize that athletic contests, including practice sessions, are educational
experiences and opportunities.
I will not engage in unsportsmanlike conduct to include walking off the team, fighting,
throwing items, arguing, or bad mouthing another teammate, coach, referee or opponent. |
will not engage in behavior that could negatively impact the team or program. If called for

the club or league as outlined below.
